5.  Send       “Is God Calling Me to Work in His Church?  This could be a fun one with as many props as you can find.

6.  Go           “I Want To Go, Too”  This is a good story starter, but it  needs a connective ending.  We want to go to Church and Sunday School.  What do we learn on Sunday about telling?  Do you think you could be a missionary?   (Explain what a missionary is.) Can you invite a friend or your next door neighbor?
